Staying Warm This Winter - BCAC Can Help 2-1-22

We all know someone - whether a friend, neighbor, family member or co-worker - who
could use a little help to stay warm this winter.

Berkshire Community Action Council (BCAC)’'s Heating Fuel Assistance Program, pro-
vides income eligible households with help paying their heating bills. The program is ac-
cepting applications now through April 30th.

Homeowners and renters may both be eligible to receive help paying their
winter heating bills. . 0

All primary heating types may be eligible for as- ~ —— sistance, including oil, pro-
pane, kerosene, coal, cord wood, wood pellets, natural gas and electric.

Any household whose gross yearly income falls at or below the program income guide-
lines for the number of people in the household may be eligible.

For example, a household of one can have an income of up to $40,951; a household of
two can have an income of up to $53,551; a household of four can have an income of up
to $78,751; and, a household of five can have an income of up to $91,351 and be eligi-
ble.

BCAC has funding available to serve all eligible Berkshire County households.

Once a household is determined to be eligible for fuel assistance, the household may
also be eligible for BCAC’s Heating System Repair and Replacement and Home Weath-
erization Assistance Programs. Eligible households may also be eligible for BCAC’s Re-
frigerator and Washing Machine Replacement Program, which replaces older high ener-
gy using models with new energy efficient ones.
